
Welcome to West Newton

W est Newton is a busy town with a lovely location 
in a scenic river valley. The trail access area is 
on the west bank of the Youghiogheny River, 

with the historic downtown just across the bridge. Some 
businesses near the trail include a canoe outfitter, bed and 
breakfast, bike shop, and restaurant with outdoor seating.  

Be sure to check out the trailhead visitor center, a replica 
of the former 1910 P&LE train station. A variety of Great 
Allegheny Passage merchandise is available for purchase 
inside, and the walls of the meeting room are adorned 
with an eclectic collection of historic signs from hiking 
and biking trails. Near the bridge, a pioneer sculpture 
made of railroad spikes represents the town’s original 
settlers during the westward expansion. Some call him 
Rusty; others call him Spike. Whatever you choose to call 
him be sure to stop and have your picture taken! 

As you cross over the bridge take some time to admire the 
river below. The river here is gentle and wide and serves 
as a favorite location for area anglers. The bridge is soon 
to be restored and a town square built at the foot of the 
bridge in downtown West Newton.  

The downtown is compact, with quaint storefronts, some 
small businesses and a handful of commercial properties 
in need of new ownership and TLC. A few tucked away 
gems include a Victorian home on Vine Street that was 
once featured in the Painted Ladies book, the historic 
Plumer House (dated 1814) on South Water Street, and 
the ornate and serene Historic West Newton Cemetery, 
accessible from the trail.
